They are
involved in opening a new arts center in Richardson called Elite Multi Arts Center (EMAC) that will feature theatre, art,
music, poetry and dance in a quality, professional setting.

ARTFEST 2009 will be held at Fair Park (3809 Grand Avenue) over Memorial Weekend, May 22 — 24 and will showcase
over 200 juried artists displaying, demonstrating and selling their one-of-a-kind creations to close to 20,000 guests. The
Wine Stroll Preview Party, $20 per person, is on Friday, May 22 from 6pm — 9pm.

— 7pm on Saturday, May 23 and from 10am — 6pm on Sunday, May 24. General admission is $6 per day for adults;

Advance discount tickets can be
purchased at Dallas/Ft.Worth Tom Thumb stores beginning May 2. Advance tickets for Wine Stroll are $15 each, and
general admission tickets are $5.
